Members’ Consultation on Brexit
Results - 5 November 2018

Momentum’s Brexit consultation was launched on Monday 22 October and ran until midnight Thursday 1 November with over 6570 members responding.
Participation has been proportionate to membership - for example 14% of Momentum’s membership are based in London and 14% of survey respondents
are based in London.

Main findings of the consultation

The main findings of the consultation are overwhelming support for the strategy outlined in the Labour Party Conference motion - seeking to ensure that
the Brexit deal is measured against Labour’s 6 tests - and specifically that:

any public vote
® 97% of respondents signed a petition calling on Theresa May to immediately end the uncertainty around the rights and status of EU citizens living in
the UK, and UK citizens living elsewhere in the EU.

Responses - detail

92% of members want all Labour MPs to vote down Theresa May’s Brexit deal

89% believe a no-deal Brexit should be rejected as a viable option

82% believe Brexit is likely to make things worse for their friends, family and community.
While 41% of members support a public vote in all circumstances a total of 57% either prioritise a General Election over a public vote or do not want

This should be achieved by jointly committing
with the EU to implement the citizens’ rights part of the draft Withdrawal Agreement: unilateral assurances by all sides are not sufficient to secure their
rights. As members of the Labour Party committed to justice and human rights, we stand in solidarity with those EU citizens in the UK who are now facing
uncertainty about their futures. We regret that the UK Government has not been able to resolve this issue before now and call upon it do so immediately as

a matter of urgency”.
